General rules

2011 Awards Program

General rules
1. The awards period is from July 1, 2010, to June 30, 2011.

2. Only certified members (Master Pro, P-1, P-2 and P-3s) in good standing are eligible for USPTA member awards. All other member categories are ineligible, including Recreational Coaches, honorary members and applicants. (One award, Facility Manager of the Year, is open to nonmembers.)

3. Nominations may be submitted by a division or a certified member. Self-nominations are accepted. All information is held in strict confidence; however, the applications for those selected as Professional of the Year and Division of the Year are available for viewing by the membership during the World Conference on Tennis. 

4. A new scrapbook (for divisions) or application (for individuals) must be submitted for each year.  Do not resubmit an old one with new pages inserted.

5. Every question must be answered on the application. Write “not applicable” if the question does not apply.

6. The awards will be presented at the USPTA World Conference on Tennis in September. Applicants should be prepared to attend, and each division should make an effort to ensure that nominees attend.

7. The World Headquarters must receive all applications and division yearly reports by the July 1 deadline.  The entire application and ALL supporting materials must be received on or before the deadline date to be considered.  The Awards Committee will not accept applications received after the deadline. Individual nominations

A certified member may nominate himself or herself, or another certified member, as long as the application form provided by USPTA is used. 

Applicants who complete the application using a computer should take care to keep all questions in their original format. Applications should be mailed with all backup materials to the address on the previous page. When appropriate, applications and related materials may be e-mailed to pr@uspta.org. 

Completed applications are the property of the USPTA Awards Committee.  However, those that contain original photos and/or press clippings will be returned. 

Notification of individual award recipients
Individuals selected to receive an award will be notified in writing by the committee no later than Aug. 5. 

Divisional nominations

1. The president of each division is responsible for the divisional yearly report (formerly known as the Division Scrapbook).  He or she should appoint an active and interested member as the divisional awards chair.  The awards chair should be a certified member who can devote many hours of service to this project.

2. All material to be judged for Division of the Year must be in one three-ring binder. However, please include division’s submission for Professional of the Year in a separate three-ring binder.
3. Backup information must be in the order that it appears on Pages A6-14.

4. The name of the division must be on the outside of the binder.
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
