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USPTA’s Tennis Across AmericaTM Award recognizes those USPTA-certified members who have done the most to get people to play tennis. Established in 1990, TAA is the original, free, grassroots lesson program. It also has a multicultural segment that targets various communities and potential players who have special needs and may not otherwise have the opportunity to play, such as senior citizens, inner-city and minority children, handicapped children and adults, and many more. 
While the award does look at individuals who have held the most free clinics with the greatest number of participants, it also looks at individuals hosting the most creative, original or unique free tennis event to get people to play tennis. An individual hosting the greatest number of TAA events with the greatest number of participants will not necessarily be the recipient of this award. Please keep in mind, to qualify for this award, all of your events listed MUST BE FREE to all participants and must be registered with USPTA.
General rules

1. USPTA-certified Professionals in good standing may apply. 

2. Every question on the application must be answered in the space provided. Please type. Backup materials such as photos, brochures, and press clips may be attached. 

3. The awards period for TAA awards is from January 1, 2011, to June 30, 2011.  *Please note the award period is different for this award because it coincides with the dates of Tennis Across America event registration. The event MUST take place during this time period. Registered events scheduled after June 30, 2011 will not be considered.
4. Applications must arrive at the World Headquarters by July 1. The entire application and ALL supporting materials must be received on or before the deadline date to be considered. 6. The award will be presented at the World Conference on Tennis in September. The recipient should plan to attend.
